These are the learning highlights from our week:
*Worked with the CVCe (consonant-vowel-consonant-silent e) pattern with the focus being on long a and long i words
*Learned that sentences, in order to make sense, need a naming part and an action part
*Read "Henry and Mudge Under the Yellow Moon" from our reading book and found "evidence" from the text to answer comprehension questions
*Enjoyed listening to Mrs. Galusha read from the Magic Treehouse series
*Worked on the comprehension skill- Understanding the Author's Purpose (We looked at the P.I.E. model.  Authors write to: Persuade, Inform, or Entertain us.)
*Continued to write our narrative seed stories (Ask your child what a seed story is, and have him/her explain the watermelon connection.)
*Worked with multiple meaning words and used context clues to identify which meaning was correct in a sentence
*Reviewed for and took our Unit 1 math test on telling time to the five minutes, even/odd, number patterns, and <, >, and = (Your child's Unit 1 test went home this week.  Please have your child continue to practice skills you see he/she has not yet mastered.)
*Worked on developing our number sense by finding missing numbers on a number grid
*Started to work with the "Dreambox" program to strengthen our math skills (The students LOVE it!)
*Practiced our addition math facts 
FYI- The expectation is for the second graders to have completed the addition program for XtraMath by the end of second quarter.  
*Continued to work on our map skills and map terms- Compass rose, latitude, longitude, cardinal directions, equator, city, state, country, continent
